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Tobermory National Park Visitor Centre

L ike climbing up a lighthouse, the viewing tower at the new 
National Park Visitor Centre in Tobermory take you 20 metres 
(65ft) above the top of the Bruce Peninsula, about 112 steps! 

The largest tower of its kind in Ontario, with a sweeping view 
across the mouth of Georgian Bay to the cliffs of Manitoulin Island,  
is just one surprise for your visit to this new visitor centre. Opened 
on August 16th, 2006 the visitor centre is the “front door” to Bruce 
Peninsula National Park and Fathom Five National Marine Park. 
Housed in a 14,000 sq ft building nestled in trees, this facility was 
developed with a lot of heart by the staff of these parks. In the 
exhibit gallery you will follow a path through the bubbles to fi nd 
out about the depths of Canada’s fi rst national marine park. You 
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will walk through a lighthouse ... and then a cave. You will see the 
wildlife that live throughout the Bruce Peninsula. There will be 
live shows. Touch a Monarch Butterfl y or relax in the theatre for a 
buzz over the Peninsula in a helicopter. The Bruce Trail crosses the 
deck of the visitor centre ... and following the trail past the tower 
will take you to one of the most scenic segments of shoreline on 
Georgian Bay. How can you fi nd the visitor centre? As you drive 
into Tobermory on Hwy 6 ... you will see a new road opposite the 
Royal Bank that will take you there. Park entry fees are required 
but will provide you with a day of opportunities at these two parks. 
And by the way, you can see the location of 4 lighthouses from the 
top of the viewing tower. Check it out.
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
