You're in Bear Country!

Bears are found in Bruce Peninsula National
Park, Fathom Five National Marine Park
and throughout the Bruce Peninsula.
There is also a resident population of
black bears on Cove Island. Bears are
wild animals that demand your respect.
Prevent bear problems and “problem
bears” by acting responsibly. Never
approach or feed bears, handle your
food and gartbage properly, and stay alert.
Behaving responsibly in bear country will
help to protect you and the bears.
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tokes Bay is nestled in behind Lyle
Island on the Lake Huron side of the
Bruce Peninsula. Its early settlers
came from Scotland and you can still see

the Scottish heritage reflected in some of

the local names.

The village has an exciting and romantic
past. Originally it was the home of native
peoples and later, many flourishing

lumber mills made Stokes Bay one of

the most thriving communities on the
Bruce Peninsula.

In the late 1800s and early 1900s, there
were two hotels, a store, a blacksmith shop,

a cooper shop (barrel making), and later

a restaurant and dance hall that provided
lively local entertainment for people from
miles around. The memories of the past
remain and all the good times will always

be remembered in the hearts and stories of

those who call this place their home.
Stokes Bay was once a lively commercial
fishing port with catches of trout, whitefish,
sturgeon and herring, and many local
families made their living from the fishing
business.
fishing boats anchored in the river. Today,
there is still some commercial fishing and
Stokes Bay provides great sport fishing
as well with catches of black bass, small
mouth bass, perch, pike and others.

It was common to see several

Stokes Bay offers quality campgrounds,
restaurants, a church, general store, post
office, a thriving community centre and
a marina. The area is home to many rare
and unusual plants and wildflowers, some
of which can not be found elsewhere in

Canada. This makes the community a

haven for naturalists. For other active
people, Stokes Bay provides sport fishing
in the summer and snowmobiling and cross
country skiing in the winter.
