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South Bruce Peninsula Mountain Biking North of Wiarton

T he Bruce Peninsula Mountain 
Biking Adventure Park (established 
in 2004), has become a popular 

destination with Ontario mountain bikers. 
The Albermarle Tract as it is known 
locally currently boasts 30 technical trail 

features and 15 kilometres 
of single-track trail. This 
professionally designed park 
provides a venue for riders of 
all abilities to refi ne their skills 
and challenge themselves in a 
safe environment. All features 
are situated adjacent to the main 
trails, so you can ride any trail 
without feeling that you have to 
ride the features too.  

Before you head out to 
explore the terrain and park 
features, be sure to spend some 
time in the trials area located 
next to the parking area. It’s a 

great way to sharpen your skills before 
you head out onto the trails. The ground is 
much more forgiving in the trials area than 
out on the trails.  

Ewok Village is one of the more popular 
and challenging of the free riding areas in 
the park. Situated deep in the forest is an area 

encompassed by several massive boulders. 
Adjacent to the trail is a boardwalk that 
will take you up onto the rock outcrop and 
from there you need to decide how you’re 
getting down – there are four possible exits 
depending on your skill level.   

If rock isn’t your thing, then try an 
elevated boardwalk with a teeter-totter and 
suspension bridge combination. If you like 
things simple, there are always dirt jumps.  

The park has some suitable double-track 
for beginners and a variety of single track 
that has been recognized as some of the 
toughest trail around because of the rock 
gardens that are found on and around the 
trail, so pick your lines carefully.  

The park is under constant development 
of new features. Parking is available off 
Bruce Road 9, just past the intersection 
of Bruce Road 9 and 18. Visit www.
