FAST FACTS ABOUT ONTARIO 
FISHING LICENCES

Most Canadian residents need an 
Outdoors Card to fi sh in Ontario if they are 
at least 18 years old but have not reached 
their 65th birthday. 

If you have never had an Outdoors Card, 
you can request an application form be 
mailed to you by phoning the Outdoors Card 
Centre from anywhere in Canada at 1-800-
387-7011. Your  Outdoors Card is good 
for three calendar years. You must have a 
fi shing licence tag on the back of a plastic 
Outdoors Card OR a “Resident Fishing 
Licence and Outdoors Card Application” in 
order to have a complete and valid licence 

for fi shing. 
If you are a Canadian resident between 

18 and 65 years of age and you want to 
fi sh in Ontario right away, you can buy  a 
“Resident Fishing Licence and Outdoors 
Card Application” from one of more than 
2,000 licence issuers across the province. 
A temporary paper licence is effective 
immediately and valid until December 31 
of the year in which it was purchased. 

Ontario Resident Hunters can also 
fi sh under the authority of their Outdoors 
Card (fishing/hunting version) with the 
appropriate fi shing licence tag. 

If you do not live in Canada, you need a 
non-resident licence to fi sh in Ontario.

 Fishing licenses can be obtained 

from many area locations. Contact 
your local tourist information center for 
more information.

T he Bruce Peninsula  is known for having good fi shing opportunities in 
and around Lake Huron & Georgian Bay. Anglers are asked to please 
stay on the designated trails, to take their garbage with them, and to 

fi sh only at approved locations. Anglers should be aware that while fi shing is 
permitted in some conservation areas, it is still regulated through the Ontario 
Ministry of Natural Resources (MNR), which includes the possession of a 
valid fi shing license and respecting provincial catch limits. For up-to-date 
information on specifi c Regulations and Acts pertaining to fi shing in Ontario, 
please contact the Ministry of Natural Resources at www.mnr.gov.on.ca/
MNR/fi shing. It is illegal to use or possess lead fi shing sinkers or jigs in 
Canada’s national parks and wildlife areas. More information is available 
from the Canadian Wildlife Service. 

Ontario is home to an astounding 158 of Canada’s 228 species of freshwater 
fi sh and is one of the largest freshwater fi sheries in the world. 

Ice Fishing is a popular pastime in the winter months, especially in the 
Wiarton area.

Fishing charters can be done from the Sauble Beach area, 
Lion’s Head and Tobermory. Contact your local tourist information 
centre for details. Boat rentals are available in Sauble Beach 
and Tobermory.
